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Asian Liver Center at Stanford University to Host 5k Run/Walk on Saturday, April 30, 2005

The Asian Liver Center at Stanford University invites the public to come to LIVERight, a 5k run/walk that will begin at 8:30 AM on Saturday, April 30, 2005 at Golden Gate Park in San Francisco, CA. A crowd of 1000 is expected to participate in the race to raise money and awareness of hepatitis B and liver cancer in the Asian and Pacific Islander community.

LIVERight is inspired by the story of Adrian Elkins, founder of the Answer to Cancer Race who passed away of liver cancer in October 2002. A native of India, Adrian contracted hepatitis B at birth, but was unaware of his medical condition due to the asymptomatic nature of virus. Without the appropriate screenings to monitor his condition, Adrian developed primary liver cancer and battled this disease for ten months. His prognosis prompted him to educate others about hepatitis B and liver cancer through his launch of the Answer to Cancer Race, a fundraiser that took place on August 11, 2003, only eight days before Adrian's death. To date, the Answer to Cancer Foundation has raised $45,000 for liver cancer education. In honor of Adrian's life and vision to promote awareness of hepatitis B and liver cancer, the Asian Liver Center at Stanford University has partnered with the Answer to Cancer Foundation to host a 5k run/walk for this cause. The Asian Liver Center is the only non-profit organization in the United States that addresses the high incidence of hepatitis B and liver cancer in the API community.
In addition to the run itself, LIVERight will feature food, performances by musical and cultural dance groups from Stanford University and UC Berkeley, and games for all ages, making this a student and family friendly event. Raffle prizes will also be available and include round-trip tickets to Asia, hotel/spa packages, restaurant gift certificates, and more. Contributing to the uniqueness of the event will be the presence of hepatitis B/liver cancer educational stations throughout the event grounds and race course itself. Stations will feature displays that pay tribute to those who have succumbed to liver cancer, celebrate those who have overcome their battle with the disease, and have information regarding past, present, and future efforts to eradicate hepatitis B and liver cancer.
