LIVERight on the go! is Back! The 2nd Annual 5K Run/Walk for Hepatitis B and Liver Cancer is Gearing Up to be Bigger, Better
(10.31.2006 Stanford, CA) On Saturday, November 11th 2006, more than 1000 people will unite at Sand Hill Fields at Stanford University to support the fight against hepatitis B (HBV) and liver cancer. Presented by the Asian Liver Cancer (ALC) and the Answer to Cancer Foundation, LIVERight on the go! a 5K run/walk is coming back for its 2nd year to educate people about the greatest health disparity in the United States. It also seeks to raise funds to continue efforts to eradicate this preventable disease.
LIVERight is inspired by the story of Adrian Elkins, founder of the Answer to Cancer Race, who fought his own short-lived battle against liver cancer due to HBV. Misinformed that he was a “healthy carrier” of hepatitis B, he did not realize the risks until he was diagnosed with a severe form of liver cancer at age 19. Doctors told him that he had 6 weeks. 
His prognosis motivated him to dedicate the last moments of his life to educating others about hepatitis B and liver cancer, “so no one has to go through what I went through.” Elkins passed away at the age of 20, just days after the Answer to Cancer Race. In preservation of his spirit, the Asian Liver Center partnered with the Answer to Cancer Foundation to motivate people to LIVERight and live well. 
In the face of startling statistics that as many as 400 million people are infected with HBV worldwide, hope is not lost. There is a completely safe and effective vaccine, which the WHO and CDC calls the first “anti-cancer vaccine,” that can prevent someone from becoming infected with the virus. Despite the availability of the vaccine, 1 in 10 Asian American is chronically infected with HBV. 
LIVERight is much more than just a walk/run. Distinguished speaker, Fiona Ma, candidate for State Assembly will share her experience as a chronic carrier of HBV. Other speakers include Philip A. Pizzo, M.D. Dean of Stanford University School of Medicine and ALC’s own Dr. Samuel So. Participants will also enjoy the many festivities after the race, ranging from live music and dance performances to activities and games for the young and old. In addition, the race course will be transformed into a virtual timeline of hepatitis B facts. The Asian Liver Center encourages everyone to come “re-live” the history and LIVERight on the go!
